Community Engagement 
• Open Forum

• In October 2020, HRC Executive Director and Department 
Directors participated in an open forum meeting with Spanish-
speaking community

• Spanish-speaking community provided feedback on HRC services 
and supports

• As a result of our Spanish-speaking community requesting more 
support with IEP advocacy, HRC partnered with Learning Rights 
Law Center to provide HRC clients with a legal clinic intake day



Community Engagement 
Legal Clinic (Learning Rights Law Center)

• Piloted in November 2020
• Monthly clinics launched in January 2021
• Total of 3 clinics held so far
• 22 clients have participated in the legal clinic 

• Some of the cases have been accepted and will 
have LRLC representation

• Next clinic is March 31st

• 5 clients scheduled- 3 slots left
